Facade brief
The facade material is one of the most 
important aspects of DING! and the design 
team have designed a brick building which sits 
within the long tradition of brick architecture in 
Flanders. 

Alongside technical speci"cations and 
achieving the desired aesthetic, the facade 
material must embody the values of the 
The Design Museum; namely those of 
sustainability, innovation, craft, making and 
narrative. 

The facade must also:

- embody ambitions of project in that it is a 
low-embodied carbon solution, which can be 
sourced with circularity in mind and from local 
sources; 

- functionally act as rain screen for the mass 
structural timber frame;

- be white or cream / light grey in tone; 

- be deliverable on budget;

- have a speci"cation which can be 
communicated to a Belgium contractor for 
production.

• The bricks belong to class HD (high density) 

according to NBN EN 771-1.
• The stones bear the BENOR mark or 

equivalent. A certi"cate is included with 
every delivery

• originally added.
• The contractor submits at least three 

samples with performance data sheet to 
the designer.

• Content of active soluble salts: category S2 
(according to NBN EN 771-1).
